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Traffic Light Penalty Form
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Traffic light marshal’s duties:

1. Check that there are adequate signs at your location.
2. Sit or stand facing the traffic lights so that your back is to the approaching competitors.
3. Record in the spaces below the number of any competitor who crosses the stop line if the lights were any colour other than GREEN. (In the case of pedestrian lights, flashing amber is allowed).

4. Hand this sheet to the Chief Technical Official or Event Organiser at the end of the race (including nil return).
5. You may be asked to time the period that competitors were held up at the lights.

IMPORTANT: DO NOT give directions or encouragement of any sort to competitors. Your words and actions could be misinterpreted and marshals could be held liable in the event of traffic infringements or accidents. This procedure is for your own protection as well as the safe running of the event.
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
