2) Minutes from previous AGM


a. The committee was in possession of the previous A.G.M minutes.   The minutes for 2007 were agreed and signed by Andrew Cunnell.

3) Regional Development Officer’s Report (Chloe Morley)

a. Participation at events:  Target 8066 – Achieved 7050. Well done to all event organisers.

b. Number of accredited clubs:  Target – STAR 6, CLUBMARK 4.  Achieved STAR 4, CLUBMARK 3.

c. Number of members of Tri Clubs:   Achieved 1400.

d. Number of coaches:  Target – 80  Achieved – 78

e. Number of registered volunteers:  Target – 75  Achieved – 80.

f. Level of participation increase with the success event Kids of Steel held at Bham University.

g. Region is to hold a championship race in 2008.

h. 08/09 Increase the number of accredited clubs Clubmark 8 Starmark 4

i. 08/09 Increase the number of members in clubs to 2000

j. 08/09 Increase in the number of coaches to 97

k. 08/09 Increase in the number of volunteers to 100

4) Young Persons Coordinator Report (Andy Teagle)

a. Andy thanked at clubs who had hosted events in 2007 gave a full report on the previous season with junior numbers  

b. There was an increase in the number of competitors in the races – one race had a waiting list.

c. The number registered for the series was around 70.

d. The Aquathlon and Triathlon/Duathlon series ran successfully and was well received.  The region will be running the two series again in 2008.

e. The West Mids finished 9th at the IRC’s in September with 695 points. The region would have been 7th if one of the athletes had not be DQ’d.

f. Thanks were given to Phil at Specialized who sponsored the Junior IRC kit.

g. The 2008 IRC’s are in Crawley but as yet no date had been set.

h. The 2008 season will have 5 aquathlons and 8 duathlon/triathlon for the 8-14 age group, which are spread around the region.  There are new races in Shropshire and Staffordshire.  Hopefully this will develop the sport in these areas.

i. The youth age group will still compete in the Aquathlon series but will compete in adult sprint races for triathlons.  In 2007 a number of youth expressed a wish not to race on grass.

j. One of the triathlons open to 8-14 years will be open water on 1st June 2008 at Barton Marina – this will also be draft legal.  Further information will follow once safety issues have been resolved.

k. Paul Robertshaw raised a question about the region making triathlon elitist in that people with the better equipment are at an advantage.  It was explained that not all competitors use expensive equipment.

l. John Batchelor raised a question about the open water race for 8-14 ages.  There is a meeting shortly between Chloe Morley, Andy Teagle and the organiser to resolve safety concerns.

m. It was also explained that the open water/draft legal event is a directive from Triathlon England.

n. Lucy Headley and Jackie Hobson raised the issue of the high cost of online entry to junior races and asked whether the region/TE could assist.  It was explained that the region did not have sufficient funds to cover online entry and TE did not have their own online entry facilities.  Martyn Brunt from Coventry Triathletes offered to give information to assist Stratford Sharks with their online venture.

5) Adult Race Series

a. Stuart Steele reported that 54 had entered the required number of races for the West Midlands Series.

b.  90% were BT member.

c. There should be at timetable for the 2008 events by the end of January.

d. An online entry form will be required for completion for entry into the series.

6) Chairman’s Report (Andrew Cunnnell/Andy Teagle)

a. Andrew Cunnell congratulated the committee’s hard work over the previous 12 months.

b. Andrew thanked everyone for attending the EGM/AGM.

7) Treasure’s Report (Andrew Cunnell)

a. The year-end will now be 31/1.

b. 21st January £2400 of cheques had been issued for 4 club accreditations.

c. Jackie Hobson asked if there was funding for clubs with Disability accreditation.  Chloe Morley advised that there was no provision at TE for this type of funding.

d. Lawrence Green advised that all of the clubs and regions must make issues known at Triathlon England meetings – which can be forwarded to Board level-

e. Les Bailey asked how the regions funds are obtained – it was explained that the region plans a budget and TE disperse funds given to them from UK Sport.

a. Rosa Teagle congratulated Chloe Morley and the Regional Committee for all their hard work and enthusiasm in the development of triathlon in the West Midland’s Regional.
